Cale has over 19 years experience in the crop science and 
pharmaceutical industries.  He has spent the last 12 years in positions focusing on pharmaceuti-
cal product development and customer support.  Cale has a Bachelors of Science in Biochemistry 
from North Carolina State University and a Masters of Business Administration from Elon Univer-
sity along with being a Certified Management Accountant.  Cale was Chair of the Central NC Sec-
tion in 2014.

Abstract:  In December 1984, the worldôs deadliest industrial accident occurred in the city of 
Bhopal in the Madya Pradesh region of India.  A chemical leak leads to the deaths of thousands 
of people and to the injury of many times the death toll.  The cause of and response to the event 
remains disputed to this day.  This case study examines the international communications con-
cepts related to Union Carbide Corporationôs response to the accident.  The study of Union Car-
bide Corporationôs communications in response to the Bhopal disaster of 1984 provides a unique 
insight into the planning and execution of crisis communications.
