239" National Meeting of the ACS i San Francisco CA

21-25 March
Tim Ballard and Robert A. Yokley

Councilors Tim Ballard and Robert A. Yokley attended the 239" National Meeting and
Exposition of the ACS in San Francisco CA 21-25 March. Although the meeting
officially started on Sunday, 21 March, Tim participated in a new Councilor orientation
program and Robert participated as a member of the National Committee for
Environmental Improvement on Saturday, 20 March. Highlights of the meeting are
described below.

President Joe Francisco presided over the half-day long Council meeting on 24 March.
Four nominees were selected as candidates for President-Elect, 2011: Luis A. Echegoyen,
John P. Fackler, Jr., Bassam Z. Shakhashiri, and a fourth candidate who withdrew their
candidacy on 03 February for personal reasons. By electronic ballot, Council selected
Luis A. Echegoyen and Bassam Z. Shakhashiri as candidates for 2011 President-Elect.
These candidates, along with any other candidates selected via petition, will stand for
election in the Fall National election.

District elections were conducted to reduce the field of four candidates to two for
positions on the Board of Directors in Districts Il and IV (IV includes the CNC-ACS LS).
District 1V candidates included John W. Finley, Larry K. Krannich, Will E. Lynch, and
Ingrid Montes. By mail ballot, Larry K. Krannich and Will E. Lynch were selected as
candidates. Another mail-in ballot election will be conducted in October to determine the
new representative to the District IV Board of Directors. In addition, Janan M. Hayes,
Robert L. Lichter, Kathleen M. Schulz, and Kent J. Voorhees were nominated as
candidates for Directors-at-Large for 2011-2013. Council will conduct a mail ballot in
October to elect two of the four candidates.

The Council received three amendments to the ACS Constitution and By-Laws for
action. The first was a petition to remove the Admission Committee from the By-Laws
and transfers its function to the Council Committee on Membership Affairs. This was
approved. The second was a motion to approve the Petition on Candidate Selection by
Member Petition such that candidates elected by a Member Petition would have no
further screening. This motion failed. The third petition was to shorten certain national
election guidelines. This motion also failed. The last two potential amendments were the
subjects of considerable debate prior to voting.

The Society’s total revenues were up by
approved budget by $19.5 million. However, the shortfall was anticipated so that

contingency planning actions and cost containment initiatives could be implemented for a

savings of $22.5 million. Unrestricted net assets rebounded to $124 million from a
previous $60 million at the end of 2008. The financial outlook of the society is better in
2010.

Miscellaneous actions: Council voted to set member dues for 2011 at $146 annually. The
process for determining the current local section allotments will remain the same for the
next three years. ACS membership totaled 161,783 in 2009 compared to 154,024 in 2008.
The number of new membership applications was the highest ever. Attendance at the
239" National Meeting was 9715 regular attendees, 5705 students, 1219 exhibitors, 923
exposition only attendees, and 514 guests (Total = 18076).

Robert attended the all-day CEI meeting on 20 March as well as other committee
meetings during the week that were coordinating activities for I'YC2011. The year 2011
was selected as the International Year of Chemistry (I'YC) by the International Union of
Pure and Applied Chemistry and the United Nations Educational, Scientific, and Cultural
Organization based on the 100" anniversaryo f Madam Curi e’ s wi nni
prize (1911). This is a year-long celebration in which anyone can participate. Robert is
the CEI representative on several other committees to insure that the topic sustainability
Is addressed within the four pillars set forth as themes for I'YC2011 (Environment,
Energy, Materials, and Health). Each quarter in 2011 will focus on one of the themes and
web based and printed materials will be available to assist anyone desiring to contribute
to an activity or workshop to celebrate chemistry.
